New trade training opportunities
at Portland Secondary College.
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Last week P.S.C. opened a new trade skill centre which pro-
vides us with the facilities to run commercial level courses in
Hospitality. Funding for this development has been made
available under the Federal Governments Skills Development
Program in response to a recognised shortage of skilled
workers in a range of trade areas.

The new skills centre now includes some impressive facilities
including commercial standard stoves and associated extrac-
tion hoods, stainless steel work benches and preparation areas. The kitchen is also equipped
with video demonstration facilities which allow students to closely monitor the actual food prepa-
ration technique no matter where they are placed in the room. And finally, we now have three
state of the art coffee machines which will be used for student instruction but also we will run ba-
rista courses for the other members of the community. One of the coffee machines is mounted
on a trolley and is fully mobile and is available for organisations to hire for their own functions.
Staff training has matched the development in new facilities with our Vet Hospitality instructor
undertaking a number of bridging courses to match the recently accredited Hospitality course
which we offer in the Registered Training Organisation department of P.S.C.

In addition to the Certificate Il in Hospitality course, in 2010 PSC students will also be able to en-
rol in short courses within other subjects including the Barista course and a Food Handlers
course. This will be of benefit because in addition to providing them with an introduction to Hos-
pitality careers, in the short term it will give them an excellent skill
which will assist them in gaining part time employment while they are
still studying. Current Yr 10 student Byron Prentice is a good example
of the value of these courses. After completing a Barista course at the
SE college of Tafe in Sth Aust, he has worked with his family at a
number of events such as field days and band competitions where he
has earned some very welcome pocket money.

Parents and members of the community should note that the Barista
courses will also be available to wider members of the public with the
first course being run on the 7" or 8" of November. Anyone interested
in enrolling in this course should contact Gaylene Turri at the Secon-
dary College on 55231344.

Our Mobile Phone Policy has been reviewed recently and a few changes made.

Portland Secondary College

MOBILE PHONE POLICY

The policy is outlined below and is effective immediately.
Mobile phones may be used by students before and after school, at recess and at lunchtime.

If students bring mobile phones to school they do so at their own risk. The College accepts no
liability in cases where phones are mislaid or stolen.

Mobile phones may not be used for recording purposes, taking photo-
graphs or cyber bullying.

Mobile phones are not to be used in the classroom as they are poten-
tially very disruptive to the classroom teaching and learning environ-
ment (ringing, SMS messaging, texting under the table, distraction
etc.). In the classroom the mobile phones of both teachers and stu-
dents must be turned off.

Teachers are requested to confiscate mobile phones seen in
classrooms.

Students are to be allowed to turn off their phones before handing them to the teacher but may
not remove the sim card or memory card. Teachers may not access anything on the phone
without the owner’s permission (unless it has been used for criminal activity).

Confiscated phones should be named and handed in at the General Office for placement
in the General Office safe.

Conseqguences:

First Confiscation: Students may collect phone at the end of the day from the General
Office.

Second Confiscation: Parents may pick up confiscated mobiles from the General Office
after 3.30pm the next day.

Third Confiscation: If mobiles are confiscated a third time they will be retained for one
week.

Fourth Confiscation: If mobiles are confiscated a fourth time they will be retained for one
month.

These consequences apply for the entire school year. Previous consequences still apply.
A persistent breach of the rules will mean the mobile phone is banned completely from school.

Refusing to hand a mobile phone to teachers will be treated as defiance and appropriate conse-
guences will follow.
